1 Peter 1:13-16 
13 Therefore, preparing your minds for action,[a] and being sober-minded, set your 
hope fully on the grace that will be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus 
Christ. 14 As obedient children, do not be conformed to the passions of your former 
ignorance, 15 but as he who called you is holy, you also be holy in all your 
conduct,16 since it is written, "You shall be holy, for I am holy." 
 
We are well into our Lenten Season as we approach Palm Sunday and Holy Week.  The 
scriptures in Leviticus 19 through 26 are themed with a call to holiness.  First Peter 
echoes this as a call to believers of Jesus.  From the Old Testament to the New, we as 
God's people are called to be holy as our Lord is holy.   
 
First Peter asks us to "prepare our minds for action" and to deny ourselves those things 
that would hinder us from our relationship with Christ.  This is the very essence of Lent. 
 We have been fasting and praying in order to draw closer to Christ and one another in 
worship.  Holy week is a special time of year when we are giving an even more 
intentional focus to these disciplines of faith.  Throughout the week there will be many 
opportunities to pray, fast, worship, and just encourage one another in our faith.   
 
I encourage you to take advantage of as many opportunities as possible during Holy 
Week this year to "Be Holy as He is Holy".  Whether you stop by the church for prayer 
and communion Monday through Wednesday at 11, attend Maunday Thursday service at 
6, or Good Friday Service at 12, the church is open to help build those spiritual muscles as 

you prepare your heart and mind for Easter.
